A computerized environmental information database search was performed for the project area by 
Environmental FirstSearch on January 29, 2009. The databases were searched for an area within 0.25 miles of 
the roadway center line. The results of the database search are summarized in the table 1 and the following 
paragraphs. 

 

RESULTS 

A review of the environmental database and site reconnaissance indicate that potential “recognized 
environmental conditions” (RECs) are located within 0.25 miles of some of the preferred BRT bus station 
locations.  A REC is defined by ASTM Practice E 1527-05 as: “The presence or likely presence of any 
hazardous substances or petroleum products on a project site under conditions that indicate an existing 
release, a past release, or a material threat of a release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products into 
structures on the project site or into the ground, groundwater, or surface water of the project site.  The term 
includes hazardous substances or petroleum products even under conditions of storage and use in compliance 
with local and state laws and regulations…”  

Based on this preliminary evaluation, included are 20 sites classified as leaking underground storage tank 
sites (LUST sites).  In addition, UST sites and RCRA generators were listed, but no violations or incidences 
were associated with these site.  The results of the evaluation are described below for each location, and 
summarized in Table 1.

The preferred northbound BRT station is located on the east side of Nebraska Avenue and the near side of 
Robson Street. The preferred southbound station is located on the west side of Nebraska Avenue and the near 
side of Robson Street.  
 
Site reconnaissance:  No adverse conditions noted. 
 
Regulatory Records Review:  Cash Pawn America, located west of NB-1 and south of SB-1, is a reported 
LUST site. 
 
Waters Avenue/Nebraska Avenue 

 
The preferred northbound BRT station is the existing HART bus stop on Route 2 and is located on the east 
side of Nebraska Avenue and the near side of Norfolk Street. The preferred southbound station is located on 
the west side of Nebraska Avenue and the far side of Waters Avenue.  
 
Site reconnaissance:  No adverse conditions noted. 
 
Regulatory Records Review:  Friends Auto, located just north of NB-2, is a closed LUST facility. 
 
Busch Boulevard/Nebraska Avenue 

The preferred northbound BRT station is located on the east side of Nebraska Avenue and the far side of 
Busch Boulevard. The preferred southbound station is located on the west side of Nebraska Avenue and the 
near side of Busch Boulevard.  
 
Site reconnaissance:  NB-3 is adjacent to a Chevron gas station where a remediation system is operating on 
site. 
 
Regulatory Records Review: Chevron adjacent to NB-3 is a LUST facility where remediation is ongoing.  
The Citgo gas station on the northwest corner of Nebraska and Busch is a LUST facility.  Vacant lot on 
Northwest corner of Nebraska and Busch is the site of a former Exxon gas station and a registered LUST site. 
Tropical car wash on southwest corner of Nebraska and Busch is a listed LUST facility. 
 
Linebaugh Avenue/Nebraska Avenue 

The preferred northbound BRT station is located on the east side of Nebraska Avenue and the near side of 
Linebaugh Avenue. The preferred southbound station is the existing HART bus stop on Route 2 and is located 
on the west side of Nebraska Avenue and the near side of Linebaugh Avenue.  
 
Site reconnaissance: No adverse conditions noted. 
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Regulatory Records Review: Tierra Latina Deli (adjacent to SB-2) listed as former Texaco station and is a 
LUST, SPILLS, RCRA Generator and former UST site 

109th Avenue/Nebraska Avenue 

The preferred northbound BRT station is the existing HART bus stop on Route 2 and is located on the east 
side of Nebraska Avenue and the near side of 109th Avenue. The preferred southbound station is located on 
the west side of Nebraska Avenue and the far side of 109th Avenue.  
 

Site reconnaissance: Stained pavement, oil & car fluids at 7-11.   

 

Regulatory Records Review: no sites listed 
 

Fowler Avenue/Nebraska Avenue 

The preferred northbound BRT station is the existing HART bus stop on Route 2 and is located on the east 
side of Nebraska Avenue and the far side of Fowler Avenue. The preferred southbound station is located on 
the west side of Nebraska Avenue and the far side of Fowler Avenue. 
 

Site reconnaissance: No adverse conditions noted. 

 

Regulatory Records Review:  Citgo gas station on northwest corner of Fowler and Nebraska a listed LUST, 
Spills and RCRA generator.  Has current USTs.   

 

131st Avenue/Nebraska Avenue 

The preferred northbound BRT station is located on the east side of Nebraska Avenue and the far side of 131st 
Avenue. The preferred southbound station is located on the west side of Nebraska Avenue and the far side of 
131st Avenue.  
 

Site reconnaissance: Stained pavement at Auto Zone parking lot (car fluids).  Lot is paved. 

 

Regulatory Records Review: Robbins manufacturing is a listed UST, LUST and RCRA generator site. 
 

Fletcher Avenue/Nebraska Avenue 

The preferred eastbound BRT station is the existing HART bus stop on Routes 1/33 and is located on the 
south side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of Nebraska Avenue. The preferred southbound station is 
located on the west side of Nebraska Avenue and the far side of Fletcher Avenue.  
 

Site reconnaissance: No adverse conditions noted.  

 

Regulatory Records Review: Sunoco listed as UST site with no reported spills or leaks. BP station on 
southwest corner of Fletcher and Nebraska is a listed LUST/UST site 
 

15th Street/Fletcher Avenue 

The preferred eastbound BRT station is located on the south side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of 15th 
Street. The preferred westbound station is located on the north side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of 15th 
Street.  
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Site reconnaissance: HESS gas station adjacent to WB-1 

 

Regulatory Records Review: HESS gas station listed as active UST site with no reported spills or leaks 
 

22nd Street /Fletcher Avenue 

The preferred eastbound BRT station is located on the south side of Fletcher Avenue and the near side of 22nd 
Street, immediately west of the existing HART bus stop on Route 1. The preferred westbound station is 
located on the north side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of 22nd Street and immediately east of 20th Street.  
 
Site reconnaissance:  

 

Regulatory Records Review: BP station on northeast corner of Fletcher and 22nd (just west of WB-1) is listed 
LUST/UST and RCRA generator site; BP station on northwest corner of Fletcher and 22nd north of EB-1) is 
listed UST/LUST site. 
 

University Avenue Transit Center 

The preferred BRT station is located on the west side of 27th Avenue south of 132nd Avenue, on the northeast 
periphery of the University Area Transit Center. This stop will be handling eastbound and westbound service.  
 

Site reconnaissance: No adverse conditions noted.  Substation adjacent to UTAC-1. 

 

Regulatory Records Review: Wal-Mart is RCRA generator 
 

Magnolia Drive/Fletcher Avenue 

The preferred eastbound BRT station is located on the south side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of 
Magnolia Drive, immediately west of the existing HART bus stop on Route 6. The preferred westbound 
station is located on the north side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of, and opposite from, Magnolia Drive.  
 

Site reconnaissance:  No adverse conditions noted. 

 

Regulatory Records Review:  No sites listed 
 

Palm Drive/42nd Street/Fletcher Avenue 

The preferred eastbound BRT station is located on the south side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of Palm 
Drive. The preferred westbound station, which is situated immediately east of the existing HART bus stop on 
Route 6,  is located on the north side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of Palm Driver and immediately 
west of 42nd Street.   
 

Site reconnaissance: Drainage area for Fletcher at EB-2; No adverse conditions noted. 

 

Regulatory Records Review: John Knox Village listed as UST site (south of WB-1).  No leaks or spills are 
reported. 
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50th Street/Fletcher Avenue 

The preferred eastbound BRT station is located on the south side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of 50th 
Street. The preferred westbound station is located on the north side of Fletcher Avenue and the near side of 
50th Street.  
 

Site reconnaissance: No adverse conditions noted.  

 

Regulatory Records Review:  A solid waste landfill (historical) is listed at the corner of Fletcher and 50th 
Street. No details are available as to the specific location or what type of landfill. 
 

56th Street/Fletcher Avenue 

The preferred eastbound BRT station is located on the south side of Fletcher Avenue and the far side of 56th 
Street. The preferred westbound station is located on the north side of Fletcher Avenue and the near side of 
56th Street.  
 

Site reconnaissance: No adverse conditions noted 

 

Regulatory Records Review: The 7-11 on the southeast corner of Fletcher and 56th is a listed LUST/UST and 
SPILLS site. 

 

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
Recommendations included in this report have been developed through the investigative procedures described 
in the Purpose and Scope section of this memorandum. The proposed construction of bus stations along the 
HART BRT North-South Corridor could potentially encounter subsurface petroleum products from leaking 
underground storage tank sites (LUST) and UST sites along the corridor.  Facilities with a known release of 
hazardous materials to the subsurface from underground storage tanks, even if remediation has been 
performed, are often the source of unreported/undiscovered subsurface impacts.  UST sites can also be a 
potential source of unreported/undiscovered subsurface impacts.    

HDR has concluded that the risk of contamination from the operating and closed service stations along the 
corridor is moderate to high. Because of this conclusion, HDR recommends that the HART perform further 
evaluation of the subsurface conditions at station where LUST sites are in close proximity (within 500 feet) if 
any excavation is planned as part of the construction. In addition, if UST sites are adjacent to any station, then 
further evaluation is also recommended.  HART should notify the selected construction contractor that 
subsurface impacts may be present within the construction zone in the vicinity of the following stations:   

 

1. Columbus Drive, NB-1 and SB-2 

2. Lake Avenue NB-and SB-2 

3. MLK Blvd, NB-2, SB-2 

4. Hillsborough Ave, NB-1  

5. Sligh Ave, NB-2, SB-2 

6. Broad St, NB-1, SB-1 

7. Waters, NB-2 

8. Busch Blvd, NB-3, SB-1 

9. Linebaugh Ave, NB-2 and SB-2 

10. Fowler Ave, NB-2 
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11. 131st Ave, NB-1, SB-2 

12. Fletcher/Nebraska, EB-1 

13. Fletcher/15th St, WB-1 

14. Fletcher/22nd St, EB-1, WB-1 

15. Fletcher/56th St, EB-2, WB-1 

 

The construction contractor should be prepared for the possibility of encountering affected soils, and be 
prepared to detect, excavate, document, and dispose of affected materials in compliance with applicable 
environmental laws and regulations if contaminated soils or groundwater are encountered.
